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“Bottling Up” Our Litter

Appeared in Letters to the Editor, Journal News,
March 3, 2003

If you buy one hundred beverages at a
supermarket at random, about twenty of the containe
(waters, juices, teas, etc.) would not require jpodi
under current NYS Bottle Bill, since they came ba t
market after the bill was passed in 1982. On thero
hand, if you join the Great American Cleanup this
April and pick up one hundred littered beverage
containers from your local road or park, aboutysoft
the containers would be non-deposit, this based on
research conducted by Scenic Hudson with help from
NY Attorney General Spitzer.

Clearly, the bottle deposit law has the
intended effect of preventing litter and fostering
recycling, and needs updating to cover new beverage
that have entered the market since 1982.

Keep Rockland Beautiful recently brought this nratte
to the attention of the Rockland County Legislature
which, with the leadership of Harriet Cornell, pegs
resolution in support of current efforts at thetesta
level to update the Bottle Bill (Bills S1696 and
A3922). On behalf of all our cleanup volunteers, we
thank the Legislature for its support.
