Profile of a 
KRB Hero 
In Juanita (Joni) Anger’s 
three years as a cleanup 
leader, she has found 
dead deer and raccoons, 
car parts, rugs, furniture 
– and some things she 

won’t even mention. But nothing can stop An-
ger, who said that even when only one or two 
volunteers are helping her, “it doesn’t matter. 
We always get it done.”  
     As the Vice President of the Pomona Civic 
Association, Anger leads cleanups twice a 
year, in the spring and the fall, along Rte 202 
from Camp Hill Road to Wilder Road. “It’s 
good exercise, it’s good for your mental health, 
and it sets a good example,” she said. Her ex-
ample extends far beyond simple cleanups. 
     Anger invited Krokus Nursery to join her 
effort to beautify Rte 202, and was rewarded 
with flowers around her state adopt-a-highway 
sign. For Anger, this is one small step toward 
her ultimate goal of beautifying and revitaliz-
ing Mt. Ivy, her home. A greater success was 
achieving historic registry status for the Laden-
town Church, an achievement that earned An-
ger a prestigious award from the Rockland His-
torical Society this year, and may help raise 
funds to fix up the church.

KRB Busy Battling Blight  
     “KRB” is a clearinghouse of ideas, information 
and equipment for cleaning up and beautifying our 
communities. We educate and empower people to 
take responsibility for improving quality of life.  
     We kick off spring with the volunteer Litter 
Survey (March) to evaluate road conditions and 
quality of life indicators countywide. During the 
Great American Cleanup (April) and Fall 
Waterways Cleanup (October) about 2000 
volunteers beautify Rockland and forge 
community spirit, obtaining free trash bags, t-shirts 
and support from KRB.  
     The Code Enforcement Symposium brings 
police, building, health, fire and highway 
departments together to boost the effectiveness of 
litter law enforcement. 
     In the fall we gather for the annual Awards 
Event to celebrate the accomplishments of 
individuals and organizations leading the way 
toward cleaner, safer, more livable communities.  
     The Land Use Symposium for Youth takes 
place in November, training future leaders in 
sustainable community planning methods. Our 
Youth Environmental Network is open to all and 
includes performances of the Storm Drain 
Puppet show for elementary schools.  
     We have installed about 100 hand-painted 
trash barrels at area bus shelters. Our annual trash 
can exhibit featured about 70 new cans this spring, 
soon to arrive at a bus shelter near you!  
     Throughout the year, our Board of Directors  
meets regularly to advance KRB’s mission. 
     Volunteers carry out all of these activities with 
the support of KRB’s small staff and campaign 
sponsors. We need your help to “Keep Rockland 
Beautiful”!

���� More and more Rocklanders are celebrating 
spring by joining local cleanup crews during the Great 
American Cleanup. This year, 170 groups registered to 
help out, receiving t-shirts and trash bags from Keep 
Rockland Beautiful. We estimate 2500 volunteers 
bagged 25 tons of trash from streets, streams and 
beaches. �
����� The following sponsors gave $500 or more for our 
t-shirts and banners [see list on opposite page]. These 
sponsors boosted the efforts of scores of civic groups, 
Scouts, churches, adopt-a-roaders, schools, artists, 
families and friends who showed their pride in 
Rockland this spring. You can see a list of participants 
at www.keeprocklandbeautiful.org, and even take a 
virtual tour of our beautifully decorated trash barrels 
installed at bus shelters around the County.�
����� Our grand finale is to fill up the Hudson 
Riverkeeper’s boat with trash from four cleanups along 
Hook Mtn and haul it to the dump. Much of this trash 
begins its journey to the sea by getting washed down a 
storm drain and into Hudson River tributaries such as  
Nyack Brook, the Sparkill or Minisceongo Creek.�
����� Hopefully, our local police will begin to crack 
down on the perpetrators of all this trash. Reducing 
trash at the source will reduce the size of our yearly 
cleanup and truly help to Keep Rockland Beautiful.

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Speaking of Sponsors: The 2004 Cone Corporate Citizenship Study shows that eight in 10 Ameri-
cans say that corporate support of causes wins their trust in that company, a 21% increase since 
1997.  The same study reported that 77% of Americans polled believe that companies have a responsi-
bility to help support causes and 92% think that businesses should be more socially responsible.  

     KRB’s new website may not be fancy, but its on-line cleanup registration 
form certainly increases our capacity to recruit and support volunteers. Dur-
ing the spring cleanup campaign we updated the list of cleanup crews weekly 
so prospective volunteers would be able to find a local group to join. The list 
is still there if you want to see who came out for the cleanup. Overall, we 
registered over 170 cleanup crews this spring, compared to 125 last year, and 
almost a third of the groups registered on-line. 
     Similarly, our on-line guidelines for trash can painting and our web-
gallery of completed cans helped us coordinate the efforts of a bumper crop 
of artists who created over 100 beautiful trash barrels this spring. Artists, 
please check our site! 
     Everybody loves prizes. KRB loves getting donated items (like trash bags 
and the occasional lawn machine) from 
national sponsors recruited by Keep 

America Beautiful, and then giving them to volunteers who are doing 
so much to make Rockland a great place to live, work and play. An-
drea Narcisso, a cleanup organizer from Piermont, won “Big Red” by 
registering her cleanup online this spring in a raffle aimed at reducing 
our mailing costs. Other happy folks won skin care products from Dr. 
MacGuffie and an ice cream party at Little Scoops.

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Code Enforcement Symposium 
     On May 10, KRB hosted 40 police, building, health, fire and 
highway officials interested in forging a common agenda for 
using enforcement powers to prevent litter. Presenters at the 
second annual event, chaired by Jim Dean,  included a judge, 
two code enforcement officials and a NYC sanitation expert.  
     Judge Ugell made the interesting point that raising penalties 
for code violations can actually reduce enforcement by making it 
much more time consuming. Joel Epstein reported on “Operation 
Clean Sweep” in Clarkstown and John Loniewski told how he 
netted over $100,000 for Suffern during his first year as code 
enforcement officer. Both projects left communities much tidier. 
Kevin Emsworth (a KRB Board Member) provided insight based 
on his many years with the NYC Dept of Sanitation.  
     The Symposium was planned by the KRB Code Enforcement 
Taskforce, a network of professionals who meet monthly to 
share ideas on how to use the law to beautify Rockland. To join, 
call Andy at KRB at 845-708-9159. 

Students Tackle Land Use 
"I felt responsible, and powerful" 
     These were the words of one of 75 high 
school students who took part in mock public 
land use hearings during the Second Annual 
Land Use Symposium for Youth (Nov. 2005). 
The Symposium is a collaborative effort by Keep 
Rockland Beautiful, Lamont Doherty Earth Ob-
servatory, Rockland Americorps, and Cornell 
Cooperative Extension. 
     Before the symposium, the students studied a 
land use case, the former Letchworth property in 
Stony Point. At the symposium, held at LIU in 
Orangeburg, mentors from planning, engineer-
ing, watershed protection and real estate helped 
the students understand the land use decision-
making process and the balancing of competing 
community concerns, such as biodiversity, traf-
fic, parks, density, drainage and tax ratables. 
    Via role-playing, breakout sessions, presenta-
tions and an environmental fair, students learned 
how to participate intelligently in key land use 
decisions affecting their communities.  
     Inspired by the symposium, Pearl River stu-
dents got involved in the public debate over the 
fate of the downtown movie theater, and Spring 
Valley students organized a workshop on the 
controversial Walmart proposal.

Get Smart About Sprawl 
     New York State loses an average of 174 acres 
each day to development. During the past 30 
years the population of the New York City met-
ropolitan area has grown only 13 percent while 
the urbanized area has increased 60 percent.  
     Thus, “sprawl” is a form of  “growth” that is 
much better at increasing pavement, traffic and 
trash than it is at creating homes, jobs and com-
munities.
